he 2010s saw a series of false prophetical claims predicting the imminency or even the exact date of Christ’s return, based simply on an expected series of red moons!  But such claims were in no way reserved only to the 2010s.  The world has been suffering false predictions of Christ’s return even since the dawn of the Church, for which reason our Lord was compelled to warn against such predictions.

And the world suffers for it, being convinced that Christians and the Bible are ridiculous idiots always teaching utter nonsense, things that never come to pass.  And therefore their chances of turning to Christ are diminished even further!  It is because of these disobedient Christians who have the gall to actually disobey Jesus, and to make predictions of the date of His return, dates that of course are never correct, that we see untold multitudes of the unsaved becoming scoffers at Christ!

The false prophets, attempting to set dates for Christ’s return, are largely responsible for the cynical disbelief of the unsaved, which results in their damnation.  These false prophets have ‘eternal blood’ (the damnation of others
), and of themselves,
 on their hands - yet another reason God forbids our attempting to set dates!
And then there are also the Christians, who, as a result of their similar cynicism stemming from hearing the same false predictions, from the same false prophets, are left unprepared for the Return of their Lord!  Repeated false alarms develop in them the, “boy crying wolf,” syndrome, in which they no longer prepare for His return, if they even believe in it anymore.  In this, also, the False Prophets are equally guilty.
42 Watch therefore: for ye know not what hour your Lord doth come. 
43 But know this, that if the goodman of the house had known in what watch the thief would come, he would have watched, and would not have suffered his house to be broken up. 
44 Therefore be ye also ready: for in such an hour as ye think not the Son of man cometh.

� The, Pretribulational “Rapture,” Heresy


“Rapturists,” - Those who believe that Jesus will return in a, Pretribulational, “Rapture,” a secret second return of three or more returns.  They believe that this second return will be (or has already occurred) invisible, and will take only Christians, before the Great Tribulation, and that only some later return of Christ will take all the rest!  This invisible, Pretribulational, “Rapture,” heresy was invented in 1830 in Scotland by a 15-year-old Margaret McDonald, and has found a great following among those who, fearful of having to suffer for Christ, have sought verses in Scripture with which they hope they can convince themselves that they will not have to suffer for Jesus in the coming Great Tribulation.  As a result, the heresy has been responsible for the falling away of many saints, taught that doctrine, but then disillusioned when having to endure great persecution for their faith. � When God Conceals the Truth

This invisible, Pretribulational, “Rapture,” heresy was invented in 1830 in Scotland by a 15-year-old Margaret McDonald, and has found a great following among those who, fearful of having to suffer for Christ, have sought verses in Scripture with which they hope they can convince themselves and others that they will not have to suffer for Jesus in the coming Great Tribulation.
